Below is one 
from January.  

"Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children, and live in love as Christ 
loved us and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God." 
~Ephesians 5:1-14.  

 

Whether or not we have our own children, we have all certainly been around 
children as they move from infancy to toddler-hood. Suddenly, before you know 
it, the child near you is imitating you, repeating words and mimicking your be-
haviors. Sometimes its really cute, and sometimes it can be quite embarrassing!
